Week 13: Rescue LIFE

In the studio  

JAMES: I tell you I'm really glad to come into your home every day; Betty and I are. 

We've been doing this a long time, you don't know how much we wish we were sitting in 

your living room. You say, no, you don't! God, I'm glad you're not in my living room. I 

understand.  

 

Our pastor is here, Robert Morris. He's not only a great preacher, he is like one of my 

kids. Because he says I blessed him when he was eight and signed his Bible. And he 

came to meet us with his girlfriend, who is now his wife and has been for a long time, 

Debbie. He was 18. And he went to work for me when he was 20 and began doing the 

school assemblies in my crusades. We got close. I've been an elder in the church since 

Gateway was birthed. And we're real close.  

 

Well, he's got a son here with him. He's got two, Josh and James, and one of them is here. 

I want to tell you about him because he's the pastor at Gateway and going to be in place 

of Robert. But Robert will keep preaching. It won't change. It's just some things will 

change.  

 

Robert, I love you. I've told everybody what they know, you're a great preacher. But I 

told them you used to sit in this chair as an associate staff member that was overlooked 

much of the time, but you sat here and you would tell us the things from the Bible. You 

were the most powerful guest we ever had to sit in that chair. And you were an associate. 

And then you become the pastor, our pastor, and I did get to have a little encouragement 

in it. But you had somebody sitting beside you that I thought maybe you might want to 



introduce to the whole world on television. Who is this?  

 

ROBERT: I'd love to do that. As you said, we have three grown and married, I can't say 

kids, sons and daughter.  

 

JAMES: Awesome children, awesome family.  

 

ROBERT: But this, the son I'm going to introduce will be much better than I. And I 

actually had a prophetic word that his ministry will exceed mine and yours together. So 

as you know, he's named after you. So this is my middle child.  

 

JAMES: What's his name?  

 

ROBERT: My middle child and his full name is James Robert Morris. I'm introducing 

him to the world on your television program.  

 

JAMES: Well, I'm proud of him. James, it is an honor that you're named after me and 

your dad. What was the prophecy you heard about him named after us?  

 

ROBERT: So this is like a Bible prophecy. It is amazing. Debbie and I are lying in bed, 

we've turned the lights out. We prayed every night and we'd prayed, and we're just going 

to drift off to sleep and the Lord spoke to me. It is not that audible voice, it is that little 

impression you get.  

 

JAMES: It is louder than out loud.  

 

ROBERT: It is! It is louder than out loud but it is not out loud. The Lord said to me, and 

I told Debbie, "Can you get a piece of paper and write this down?” So we wrote it down.  

 

The Lord said, "One year from today, one year from today you will have a son. You're to 

name him James Robert after James Robison and you. His ministry will excel your two 



ministries together—put together."  

 

JAMES: And by the way, we are grateful because we happen to know how extraordinary 

the ministries are because we know how ordinary the ministers are. And we know that I 

was the shyest kid on the planet. He was unlikely for many reasons. And we're amazed. I 

can't believe how he can preach and nobody has ever been able to believe I can preach.  

 

But the point is that God has done something with us that has amazed everybody. Now, 

James and I became really good friends. But now then he's called to preach, which I 

didn't see all this coming. Did you know, Robert said God told him about your ministry. I 

wasn't sure about it. Did you know that you might preach?  

 

JAMES: No, I didn't know growing up that that was what I would be doing. It wasn't 

until much later. So I had a mentor in my life and he was a businessman. And so I just 

thought, you know what?  

 

ROBERT: You know him, Steve Dulin.  

 

JAMES: I'd heard all these prophetic words, and God spoke to me of all the lives that 

will be changed, the ministry. So I thought, well it must just be that I'll do it through 

business. I'll start a business, I'll grow a business and I'll help fund ministries.  

 

JAMES: You did that well.  

 

JAMES: So that was the path I thought I would take. Until later, I had the opportunity to 

actually own my own company and everything. My wife Bridgett and I were praying 

about it and we just did not have peace. We prayed and prayed. This was the perfect 

opportunity. God, I don't know if you understand all the details; maybe you missed out on 

some of this. It is a great opportunity. And we just never had peace. So that sent us on a 

journey of just praying and seeking God. God, what is it that you want me to do?  

 



I went to my dad after that and said, Dad, "If I'm not going into ministry, which I feel 

called to do, only because of the money then I'm not doing ministry for the wrong reason. 

God just completely changed my heart in that season and just revealed to both Bridgett 

and me that I was to be in ministry and the calling now how great or even to be in this 

role, I didn't foresee all that but God just kept revealing it to me in time.  

 

ROBERT: When he came to me, I said, "So you're saying you want to give up owning 

your own company?” At 27 years old.  

 

JAMES: Which was going to be very big and very successful.  

 

ROBERT: Yes. Because Steve, you know, Steve gave 50% of his income and retired at 

50. That's pretty amazing. And so he was mentoring him since he was 15 years old to 

own his own company. And by the way, the first thing Steve made him do was memorize 

four scriptures a week. So that's 200 a year, basically. He did that for ten years. So we've 

been on family vacation before and we just said to him, "James, quote the Bible."  

 

And he'll say, "Old or New Testament?” It is just amazing how God was building that in 

him.  

 

But when he came to me and said, "Dad, I want to be in ministry,"  

 

I said, "So you want to come to work at the church?”  

 

He said, "Yeah."  

 

I said, "So what would you want to do?”  

 

He said, "Well, either stewardship" because we teach people how to handle their 

finances, "or marriage ministry. Bridgett and I have a real heart for marriage."  

 



I said to him, "Well, you've only been married five years so you don't know anything 

about marriage at this point. You know nothing at this point about marriage."  

 

JAMES: I've learned how accurate he was in that later.  

 

JAMES: Now they've just celebrated 15 years of marriage. So I said, "But you know a 

lot about managing money." So he came to work in our stewardship department just as 

one of the seven stewardship pastors, and then over the whole department. Then over 

four, then over a whole section of the church, then over half the church, and now he is 

over all the church. I'm still the senior pastor at this point, but next year we'll be turning 

that role over to him as well. But as you said I'll continue in the pulpit and— 

 

JAMES: And he'll be in the pulpit. You bring the greatest preachers in the world to 

Gateway when he's not there. And we have plenty of great people on staff.  

 

Okay. Now this thing when you started knowing, you said God told you, you would 

pastor as a lead pastor for 25 years. I didn't even know all of this. You didn't just see it 

privately. I began to hear you tell the whole church. Tell our viewers.  

 

ROBERT: When I was in the prayer center at Shady Grove Church as an associate 

pastor, I just felt like the Lord spoke to me, "Gateway.” Gave me scriptures. But I believe 

he said, "I want you to pastor the church 25 years." Well, I was 38 when I started so I'll 

be 63 when I turn it completely over to him. And I believe it is because God is a 

generational God.  

 

JAMES: It doesn't mean you're leaving the church.  

 

ROBERT: No, I'm not leaving at all.  

 

JAMES: It doesn't mean you're going to stop preaching.  

 



ROBERT: I'll still be helping other pastors and leaders. Like you do a lot of helping 

leaders, I know that. But God's the god of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob. He identifies 

himself as that. That is one of his names. I know it's El Shaddai, it's Yahweh, it's the Lord 

that provides, the Lord that heals, the Lord your peace, I know all that.  

 

But he's the God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob. So I feel like we have to turn it over to 

the Isaacs, the next time generation. I feel like some pastors hold onto it for so long then 

they turn it over to a Jacob. Well, what happens to the Isaac generation?  

 

JAMES: That's very interesting and amazing.  

 

ROBERT: So I can still preach, I can still teach, do all that but— 

 

JAMES: By the way, that message to him is so clear. Every message in the Bible, the 

message to walk around your enemy seven times for seven days and then do certain 

things and the walls fall, that's a message to one person. You can apply it. You can put 

out a fleece but he didn't tell everybody to. That may not be God's message to you, but it 

is God's message to him.  

 

ROBERT: That's exactly right. So anyway, I talked to the elders about it. I said, "I'm 

nominating him as my successor but now I'm out of it. I'm recusing myself. And you men 

have to interview him, you need to interview you and your wife, have to interview him 

and Bridgett. Then let's bring in consultants. Let's bring in our apostolic elders; you and 

Betty came in.  

 

Here's the thing. All the consultants, all the elders, all the apostolic elders, including 

yourself said, 100 percent this is the man that's to follow you.  

 

JAMES: So you see what's coming here. James, has God said anything to you about 

where you think the church is going? I've been talking, really, to both of you about God's 

will is for his will to be done on his earth through his family, his body, the body of Christ, 



the church. The church, not churches—the church meets in churches but the church is his 

body and his family. And we've never made that clearer.  

 

Even the disciples didn't get it. They were still talking about the next kingdom. We've 

now been talking about if the kingdom message captures people, it captured the disciples, 

they couldn't explain it but they experienced it in the upper room. They came out of the 

upper room and expressed it. That's what he left them here for. At the end of Acts, they 

still couldn't explain it, and Paul spent two more years explaining it. We've been talking. I 

don't think the church has got it or been gotten by it. The kingdom of God being done on 

earth through his family.  

 

Here's the thing I want everybody to hear. And these two guys, here's the thing. This guy, 

if he preaches it's going to make every other thing he ever preached and ever written look 

like it didn't even appear, and that is the understanding of fulfilling God's dream on his 

earth by his family, the church. Which means that we lose our life in Christ's purpose to 

find it. We find it in all of its fullness and all of its fruitfulness only when we lose it in 

him. What is it we're losing it in?  

 

This is where we miss it. He came to fulfill kingdom purpose, which is why he taught us 

to pray, "Thy kingdom come." He said, "It is at hand, it is standing in front of you." Then 

he said, "It is in you." The kingdom is in you. Then he said, "Now it is in you in 

resurrection power." They still didn't get it. And he spends 40 more days explaining it to 

them after the resurrection. Then they still didn't get it. They said, "Now are you going to 

set up the kingdom?” The kingdom where we don't walk on any scorpions, we don't 

conquer anybody, we don't overcome, we're not more than overcomers, we're not taking 

authority over the principalities and powers because there aren't any in the next kingdom. 

There are no serpents. There are no deceivers. There is nothing to conquer.  

 

So where is the Father's dream going to happen? In this kingdom on his earth, his will 

being done through his family. You know what? As I've shared this, everybody, it gets 

them. They say, my God! How can we wish an owner of a sports team's dream be 



fulfilled and not wish the Father's dream be fulfilled? No owner of a sports team wishes 

for a new victory. A coach doesn't wish for some victories, they want the championship. 

Do you think he wants less than his will being done? And I not only say you get it, it is 

getting you.  

 

Here's what I believe, I just think, you're just sitting here looking at him. I don't think 

anybody will teach any better than him. But he's liable at his age with the new generation, 

he is liable to help resurrect the younger generation, Robert, which you said God made 

you see as important. And I think we could see the church wake up, and the greatest 

awakening in history, and I think it could happen faster than people could imagine. Do 

you believe that?  

 

ROBERT: I agree. I agree totally. As a matter of fact, I believe it so strongly that we are 

focusing all of our efforts. This next generation is going to be powerful. Satan is lying to 

us. They're even—you are rescuing people, girls and boys, but especially girls. So Satan 

is trying to take them captive. But God has a plan for them. We're going to rescue them 

and they're going to turn around like you said, some of them have become mayors and 

leaders and professors, and one a governor. They're going to turn around and become the 

leaders. Literally, they're going to stand on our shoulders. They're not going to have to 

start all over again. They're going to stand on our shoulders and reach people.  

 

JAMES: We're going to have a greater awakening than the birth and the move that 

birthed this nation. That is what this book that we've just written and released is; 19 

chapters of the principles that controlled our founders and led to the birth of this nation 

and the greatness of everything that's moved those principles in place. Get it? We're 

sending it to you when you put God's arms around others.  

 

When I shared with you the kingdom message, I could tell it was getting you. When your 

dad talked to you this morning he called me right back. "You don't have to wonder, it's 

got him."  

 



Robert, I've asked God to reveal to you more clearly than he's ever let you teach 

anything, and The Blessed Life changed people all over the world, millions of people. If 

the kingdom of God and the truth of that message that's been so difficult from Genesis to 

Revelation to get, we keep talking about the kingdom to come, rather than the kingdom 

that has come and the kingdom that's in us. "Thy kingdom come, thy will be done on 

earth." He taught us to pray that. He wants to see that prayer answered. That's the Father's 

dream.  

 

I believe that has captured you. I think you can teach it more clearly than anybody. Have 

I not told you since Gateway was birthed, it's going to be a great church? But Gateway is 

to inspire the church to be the great church God wants. Have I said that since the church 

started?  

 

ROBERT: Absolutely. You have.  

 

JAMES: Never stopped. Do you believe, because I know I said it to you, do you believe 

that's what God wants to do? And if he uses Gateway to fulfill his vision for Gateway, 

Gateway is going to help get the church to fulfill his vision. Do you bear witness with 

that?  

 

JAMES: I absolutely do. And you asked about the vision. The vision of Gateway is not 

changing. But it is time to multiply—it's time to multiply the vision. And so that's what 

we're going to do. You talked about how we pray on earth as it is in heaven. That is the 

way Jesus taught us to pray. Too many believers walk around with an escapist mentality. 

That one day if I lay low, then I go to heaven. We're not supposed to wait to heaven, 

we're supposed to bring heaven down to earth. That's what we're supposed to be 

experiencing.  

 

JAMES: And we can. Every great thing at Gateway is a kingdom expression. And we 

don't realize the power of that and the importance of it. And we've not taught the church 

to make that kingdom impact. And everything we've seen that's kingdom impact at 



Gateway, we can multiply that beyond anything we even ever imagined or we've ever 

witnessed in the history since creation. Beyond anything they even saw in the book of 

Acts. We're supposed to do great—Jesus said, "You'll do greater things than I did." For 

heaven's sake, let's get on with it.  

 

Father, thy kingdom come, thy will be done on your earth as it is in heaven. We're not 

waiting to go to heaven, heaven is in us. We bring the kingdom of heaven here in power. 

It is in us. We make the kingdom impact on planet Earth, and see your dream fulfilled; in 

Jesus' name.  

 

Do you see these three preachers and this girl here? And she out-preaches all of us sitting 

here without opening her mouth. She glows glory. James' wife is sitting out here, 

Bridgett. She is sitting out here. I'm going to tell you something Bridgett, I've already told 

the Morris's here, these preacher boys, preacher guys, these girls are better than you. 

People need to know that.  

 

Listen to me, we love you. You make this program possible. You make all the ministries 

of LIFE possible. And we're asking you right now to put God's arms around some girls 

who have been trafficked and put in bondage in sexual slavery and we can set them free.

ANNOUNCER: From the bright lights to the brothels on any given night all around the 

world there are millions of young girls who thought they were going to work in a 

legitimate job only to find themselves in a situation just like Kim's, where their lives were 

turned upside down by sex traffickers. And that's where LIFE Outreach's partners step in 

to rescue girls who have been forced into prostitution by human traffickers.  

 

CLAYTON: Wherever we're able to arrest a trafficker, it's a huge win because not only 

does it mean that that place is shut down but that might mean that tens or maybe even 

hundreds of girls won't be trafficked because of them.  

 

ANNOUNCER: SWAT raids are just one of the means our mission partners use to 

rescue girls. Others will reach out one-on-one and befriend girls who feel trapped in the 

world of sex trafficking. Once girls are taken into our mission partner's safe houses, their 

lives are forever changed.

JAMES: Betty, a moment ago, when we saw those girls in the beds, crawling out from 

under the beds, as so many watch our grandchildren grow up, not long ago they were that 

age, now we have all the great-grandkids coming up, doesn't it break your heart to see 

those precious girls being used as an instrument of evil and self-gratification?  

 



BETTY: It really does. And the trusting soul of a precious little one, someone offers you 

help or food, something to drink, these little children, they're going to accept it. And then 

they take them under false pretenses, they feed them. And in their food, they have 

drugged them. And when they wake up, they're being raped and abused and just all kinds 

of horrible things happening to them.  

 

I just can't even imagine. It breaks my heart. I know as you're watching, it must you too. 

Because you have children, maybe, you have grandchildren, you have those that you love 

so much. Let's please reach out and help these little ones. They don't have a chance if 

someone doesn't care about them. And God tells us we're to care about the little children 

and love them because he does. So help us, won't you?  

 

JAMES: It's breaking my heart to think that men can be so twisted that they would want 

to use one of those little girls. And 747s go, more of them from the U.S. than any other 

nation, to the sex capitals of the world.  

 

And here's the sad thing, many of them are stirred to that extreme sexual appetite by 

exposure to pornography. And now then, many of them are exposed to that pornography 

by the greatest free nation in the world and the greatest producer of pornography in the 

world, the United States. We're causing the men to have appetites out of control putting 

them where they will use those precious little girls.  

 

And then where the people would sell them and tell them that they're going to give them 

a job. And they've never had a job and they've never had money, and they've never had 

opportunity. And then they not only use them—like that little girl woke up and she is 

being raped. And then they get them on drugs. And they will hold them there. If they can 

hold them for 20-30 years they will until they've just worn them out and destroyed them.  

 

And we're setting them free. And you are building the greatest rescue houses on the 

planet. And you're changing lives. And many of the little girls we started helping years 

ago are now leaders in their communities. They're teachers, they're professors, and there 



are one or two of them that are mayors. And I heard one of them was a governor—that 

came through sex trafficking! That God's love, through you, rescued.
